pozivamo sve zainteresirane istrazivaCe da dostave saZetke i sudjeluju na
medunarodnoj konferenciji Ratni veterani u tranziciji u poslijeratnim
drustvima. Konferencija ¢ce se odrzati u €etvrtak, 12. studenog 2026. u Splitu
na Filozofskom fakultetu.

Cilj ove konferencije je ispitati polozaj ratnih veterana u poslijeratnim drustvima i
identificirati kljuCne izazove za njihovu uspjeSnu reintegraciju. Hrvatska
predstavlja jednu od rijetkih europskih zemalja koje su se krajem 20. stoljeca
istovremeno suocile sa slozenim procesima poslijeratne tranzicije i velikim
drustvenim posljedicama oruzanih sukoba, ukljuCujuci znacajne ljudske gubitke i
opsezna materijalna razaranja. UnatoC vaznosti ove teme, veterani u tranziciji
ostaju nedovoljno istrazeni u hrvatskoj historiografiji, posebno unutar socijalne
povijesti kao discipline koja istraZuje druStvene i kulturne dimenzije povijesnih
promjena. Stovide, komparativne studije o iskustvima veterana u razligitim
povijesnim i nacionalnim kontekstima ostaju ogranicene.

Projekt ,|Iz rata u mir: hrvatski branitelji u tranziciji“ (CRO Veterans), koji financira
Hrvatska zaklada za znanost, nastoji istraZiti razliCite aspekte tranzicije branitelja
iz rata u mir, s naglaskom na njihove procese drustvene prilagodbe u slozenom
poslijeratnom okruzenju, kao i naCine na koje su branitelji oblikovali svoje
identitete te doprinijeli izgradnji i o€uvanju sjecanja vezanog uz Domovinski rat.

- Drzavne politike i institucionalna skrb za branitelje

It is with great pleasure that we invite interested researchers to submit abstracts
and participate in the international conference War Veterans in Transition and
Post-War Societies. The conference will take place on Thursday, November,
12th 2026 in Split at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences.

The aim of this conference is to examine the position of war veterans in post-war
societies and to identify the key challenges to their successful reintegration.
Croatia represents one of the few European countries that at the end of the 20t
century simultaneously faced the complex processes of post-war transition and
the large-scale social consequences of armed conflict, including significant
human losses and extensive material destruction.

Despite the importance of this topic, veterans in transition remain under-
researched in Croatian historiography, particularly within social history as a
discipline that investigates the social and cultural dimensions of historical change.
Moreover, comparative studies on veterans’ experiences across different
historical and national contexts remain limited.

The project “From War to Peace: Croatian Veterans in Transition” (CRO
Veterans), funded by the Croatian Science Foundation, seeks to explore various
aspects of veterans’ transition from war to peace, focussing on their processes of
social adaptation in a complex post-war environment, as well as the ways in which
veterans shaped their identities and contributed to the construction and
preservation of memory related to the Croatian War of Independence.

Suggested conference themes:
- Veterans’ wartime and post-war experiences
- State’s policies and institutional care for veterans
- Veterans’ associations and collective action in reintegration process
- Memory culture and commemorative practices
- Oral history and methodological approaches to veterans’ studies
- Methodological and theoretical challenges in researching veterans and
post-war transitions

the conference are expected to last about fifteen minutes, and the publication of
proceedings is planned in a reviewed collective monograph.
